Candidates 
for the LMS programme can pursue research in the any of the key research 
areas: Language and Cognition, Documenting Endangered Languages 
and Culture, Investigating Conversational Interaction, Shifting Identities in 
Local and Global Interaction, and Computational Linguistics.

LINGUISTICS AND MULTILINGUAL STUDIES

The graduate programme in Philosophy invites applicants from a wide 
range of approaches and traditions in philosophy. The programme has 
particular strengths in Chinese Philosophy, Philosophy of Science, 
and Ethics and Political Philosophy.

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From 2025, students pursuing a Master of Arts (by research) at NTU’s School of Humanities 
are eligible to be considered for advanced entry to a PhD programme in the University of Leeds’ 
Faculty of Arts, Humanities, and Cultures. 

SoH MA by research students now have the opportunity to complete 2 higher education degrees 
in 4 years: 

2 years of full-time MA (by research) study at NTU
+

2 years of full-time PhD study at UL

Upon completion of the MA by research degree at SoH, successful applicants who have been 
granted Advanced Entry will be admitted to Year 2 of the three-year PhD programme at UL. 

For students granted Advanced Entry, UL will offer a scholarship scheme for students at the rate 
of 10% per full year of study – to be paid as a deduction from fees. 

Interested SoH applicants should apply within 12 months of commencing the MA programme.
